Lesson: Horror Story
Subject: English

Objectives:
· The students will:
· revise and edit another student’s rough draft through Google Docs 
· provide positive and constructive feedback to student concerning their story
Materials:
· Computer (lab or mobile lab)
Procedures: The technology team has already been introduced to Google Docs and how to use it. Students have already written their first drafts and invited two students from my other classes and myself to be collaborators on the document. I will display my own document on the whiteboard so students can follow along as I give them instructions.
1. Introduction

Teacher Talk: Last class you guys typed out the first draft of your horror story in Google Docs. You should have completed it for homework if you did not finish in class. Today you are going to peer-edit two students’ stories; however, the students are in my other classes. 

· I will explain to the class that every student in all her classes have invited two of their peers to read and edit their stories. 

2. Independent Activity 

I will have the students login to their Google accounts where they should see two separate emails each inviting them to edit a horror story.

Teacher Talk: Listen to my instructions (the teacher will review the way to edit a document in case students forgot)
· Open one of the invitation emails. You should see a blue button at the bottom of the email prompting you to open in docs. Click it.

· The document should appear on your screen like it did on mine. 
· In the upper right hand corner there is black pencil icon with a drop down menu. Click on it. You can choose between making edits or making suggestions. Right now I want you editing the document directly so click on that option. 

· Find a line in the story and highlight it with the mouse. Once it is highlighted, right click the mouse and a menu should pop up. Find comment on the menu and click it. A dialogue box should appear on the side of the screen so that you can type your comment.

· You are to edit and revise this story. I want you to use the peer-editing worksheet I gave you as a guide for what to look for as you read and edit. You do not have to fill the worksheet out because you will be completing the worksheet as you make your revisions and comments in Google Docs. 

· Once you have finished editing the first story, go back to your email, open the second story, and edit it. 

· Please remember to add positive feedback to your comments. I want you to note when there was a good transition or great vocabulary that helped set the tone of the story. (I will have an example on the board and model for them what I mean when I say positive feedback)
· This will be part of your final grade.

Assessment: This portion of the assignment will be a completion grade. If they completed peer-edit two papers following the checklist they receive full credit. If they did not peer-edit two papers following the checklist they receive a zero. The full grade for the assignment is the rough draft, evidence of two peer-edited papers, and the final copy.
